The project I’ve been involved in over the last year started because there was a lot of concern that
women were not fully represented in senior positions at our university. We wanted to find out if women
were disadvantaged by organizational bias or affected by prejudice. We focused on women in this case,
but our study could equally have looked at other social groups, such as the disabled or the over-50s. Our
final aim was to see whether we needed to make institutional changes to improve women’s promotion
opportunities.

We approached the study from a constructivist point of view, which, as you probably already
know, assumes that people’s behaviour is shaped by their social interaction. In other words, we were
assuming from the beginning that the institutional structure would be largely responsible for the degree to
which women occupied senior positions. However, we also wanted to take into account the effects of
personality and look at staff attitudes towards success and women’s roles in the workplace.

The stages of the project included: formulating research questions, collecting, organizing and
interpreting data, and presenting our results in terms of the university’s organizational structure.

Before I go on, I want to say a word about data collection. I’'m sure you’ll have realized by now
that we had to use more than one data-collection method. In fact, we used three. We collected statistics
from the database, devised a psychometric test and drew up an interview schedule, which is a series of
structured questions that act as a framework for an interview.
